FIRST LESSON Isaiah 6.1-8 read by lan Jones

In the year that King Uzziah died, | saw the Lord sitting on a throne, high and lofty;

Please place any envelopes or loose collection into the baskets
at the back of the church before taking your seat, so that it can be taken to
the high altar and blessed during the service.
