1Therefore, my brothers and sisters, whom I love and long for, my joy and crown, 

stand firm in the Lord in this way, my beloved. 

2 I urge Euodia and I urge Syntyche to be of the same mind in the Lord. 3Yes, and I 

ask you also, my loyal companion, help these women, for they have struggled 

beside me in the work of the gospel, together with Clement and the rest of my 

co-workers, whose names are in the book of life.

GOSPEL  Matthew 22.1-14 

Once more Jesus spoke to them in parables, saying: 2‘The kingdom of heaven may 

be compared to a king who gave a wedding banquet for his son. 3He sent his slaves 

to call those who had been invited to the wedding banquet, but they would not 

come. 4Again he sent other slaves, saying, “Tell those who have been invited: 

Look, I have prepared my dinner, my oxen and my fat calves have been 

slaughtered, and everything is ready; come to the wedding banquet.” 5But they 

made light of it and went away, one to his farm, another to his business, 6while the 

rest seized his slaves, maltreated them, and killed them. 7The king was enraged. He 

sent his troops, destroyed those murderers, and burned their city. 8Then he said 

to his slaves, “The wedding is ready, but those invited were not worthy. 9Go 

therefore into the main streets, and invite everyone you find to the wedding 

banquet.” 10Those slaves went out into the streets and gathered all whom they 

found, both good and bad; so the wedding hall was filled with guests. 

11 ‘But when the king came in to see the guests, he noticed a man there who was 

not wearing a wedding robe, 12and he said to him, “Friend, how did you get in here 

without a wedding robe?” And he was speechless. 13Then the king said to the 

attendants, “Bind him hand and foot, and throw him into the outer darkness, 

where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.” 14For many are called, but few 

are chosen.’

FIRST LESSON  Romans 12.14-21            read by Val Bailey             

Bless those who persecute you; bless and do not curse them. 15Rejoice with those 

who rejoice, weep with those who weep. 16Live in harmony with one another; do 

not be haughty, but associate with the lowly; do not claim to be wiser than you 

are. 17Do not repay anyone evil for evil, but take thought for what is noble in the 

sight of all. 18If it is possible, so far as it depends on you, live peaceably with 

all. 19Beloved, never avenge yourselves, but leave room for the wrath of God; for 

it is written, ‘Vengeance is mine, I will repay, says the Lord.’ 20No, ‘if your enemies 

are hungry, feed them; if they are thirsty, give them something to drink; for by 

doing this you will heap burning coals on their heads.’ 21Do not be overcome by 

evil, but overcome evil with good. 

SECOND LESSON  Matthew 5.38-48            read by Brenda Thompson                              

‘You have heard that it was said, “An eye for an eye and a tooth for a 
tooth.” 39But I say to you, Do not resist an evildoer. But if anyone strikes you 
on the right cheek, turn the other also; 40and if anyone wants to sue you and 
take your coat, give your cloak as well; 41and if anyone forces you to go one 
mile, go also the second mile. 42Give to everyone who begs from you, and do 
not refuse anyone who wants to borrow from you. 

43 ‘You have heard that it was said, “You shall love your neighbour and hate 
your enemy.” 44But I say to you, Love your enemies and pray for those who 
persecute you, 45so that you may be children of your Father in heaven; for he 
makes his sun rise on the evil and on the good, and sends rain on the 
righteous and on the unrighteous. 46For if you love those who love you, what 



reward do you have? Do not even the tax-collectors do the same? 47And if you 
greet only your brothers and sisters, what more are you doing than others? Do 
not even the Gentiles do the same? 48Be perfect, therefore, as your heavenly 
Father is perfect.
