Paul, Silvanus, and Timothy, to the church of the Thessalonians in God the Father 

and the Lord Jesus Christ: Grace to you and peace.2 We always give thanks to 

God for all of you and mention you in our prayers, constantly 3remembering 

before our God and Father your work of faith and labour of love and steadfastness 

of hope in our Lord Jesus Christ. 4For we know, brothers and sisters beloved by 

God, that he has chosen you, 5because our message of the gospel came to you not 

in word only, but also in power and in the Holy Spirit and with full conviction; just 

as you know what kind of people we proved to be among you for your sake.

Listen, children, to a father’s instruction,

SECOND LESSON  1 John 3.16-4.6      read by Mike Rule                             
16We know love by this, that he laid down his life for us—and we ought to lay 

down our lives for one another. 17How does God’s love abide in anyone who has 

the world’s goods and sees a brother or sister in need and yet refuses help? 

18 Little children, let us love, not in word or speech, but in truth and action. 19And 

by this we will know that we are from the truth and will reassure our hearts 

before him 20whenever our hearts condemn us; for God is greater than our hearts, 

and he knows everything. 21Beloved, if our hearts do not condemn us, we have 

boldness before God; 22and we receive from him whatever we ask, because we 

obey his commandments and do what pleases him. 

23 And this is his commandment, that we should believe in the name of his Son 

Jesus Christ and love one another, just as he has commanded us. 24All who obey 

his commandments abide in him, and he abides in them. And by this we know that 

he abides in us, by the Spirit that he has given us. 

4 Beloved, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits to see whether they are 

from God; for many false prophets have gone out into the world. 2By this you 

know the Spirit of God: every spirit that confesses that Jesus Christ has come in 

the flesh is from God, 3and every spirit that does not confess Jesus is not from 

God. And this is the spirit of the antichrist, of which you have heard that it is 

coming; and now it is already in the world. 4Little children, you are from God, and 

have conquered them; for the one who is in you is greater than the one who is in 

the world. 5They are from the world; therefore what they say is from the world, 

and the world listens to them. 6We are from God. Whoever knows God listens to 

us, and whoever is not from God does not listen to us. From this we know the 

spirit of truth and the spirit of error.
